Whole Fish: Drawn Fish that has been gutted and
scaled. Dressed fish has also had the head arel som
times the tail removed. Maximum flavor. Be sayes
are clear and bright. The gills should be rediok.p
Mild smell. Can be baked, poached, or grilled. afen
whole fish can be sauteed or fried.

Fillet: Boneless or nearly boneless piece cut
lengthwise from a fish. A variation is a butterdyt,
where the two sides are left joined along the back.

Now is the time we are planning for extended tepd
vacations and the planning process is ramping op.tDorget
to check all of your riding gear as well.

Helmet-Inspect your Helmet for wear and tear. Has
been dropped? Cracked? Chin strap worn and frayed?
Maybe it is time to replace it. Check the date cadually
found on the chin strap. Helmets should be replavedy 3-5
Years. Time, weatr, (perspiration) and ultraviosets lead to
degradation. (Less protection). such as the implasbrbing
liner, The comfort padding may be a little_to persole.

Jacket-Check temperature for area you are visiting.

Maybe it is time to get a mesh jacket if you daifeady have
one. Also something to break the wind when it gelitle
cooler. If planning on riding in the mountains @éincget cold
and heated apparel may be needed.

Pants-Most riders wear long pants while riding and
denim jeans are the favorite. Maybe it is time pgrade to
riding pants for better resistance to abrasior eitra
protection at the knees, hips, and legs. Therenargy styles
available such as mesh pants for warm weathergyigivd a
liner for cooler riding.

Gloves-Check your gloves. Is it time to replace the
There are perforated leather gloves, and mesh gll@eene
with armored knuckles for warm weather riding.

Boots-are the soles worn thru? Do they need to be
resoled or replaced? Consider waterproof boots.

Rain Geaf—can you rely on your current rain gear?
Do your pants leak? Any seams ripped?

When ridding in the rain if you are
comfortable and dry it makes everything more erjga
Don't for get to check out your bike as
well. Not only the T-Clocks but make sure
the regular maintenance is done before you
go. Check your owner’s manual for the
scheduled maintenance due for the mileage
on the bike.
