HOW TO SEASON A CAST-IRON  COOKWARE 
 

   Many cooks swear by cast-iron pans, but for the  
Uninitiated, they can be intimidating.  The key to 
cast-iron success is to season it.      Fill you new 
cast-iron pan with vegetable oil, then let it rest in a 
200 degree oven for 90 minutes.   Afterward, discard 
the oil and wipe the pan clean.  The first few times 
you use it, coat the cooking surface with oil.  Rest of 
the time put away clean after wiping with  a paper 
towel with a little oil on it.   Simple as that.

    Instead of my usual begging that you be on the search for new 
members this month I thought I do something a bit different and 
that is make an effort to have the members we have remain 
members and friends with their fellow members:  
    If you are getting together with a group this year and headed 
to Des Moines, perhaps you to should take a look at some of the 
issues we discussed. I have read a lot of Wing World articles 
about preparing for a trip; what to take, how to pack etc., but 
never about preparing to travel with other people.  People who 
may think they know absolutely everything about touring.  Hey, 
a lot of us are opinionated ‘know it alls’ who are dead set in our 
ways.  But, when you travel with a group you aren't going to 
have everything your way. I call it the four "C"s of touring:   
Compatibility, Consideration, Communication and  
Compromise.  We have fellow Chapter members who I would 
consider some of our best friends yet our touring styles are not 
compatible.  After much Communication about what we and 
everyone else involved wanted to do and how we wanted to 
travel, with Consideration of our wants and wishes, a great 
Compromise was established.  We all agreed that it is better to 
figure out in the planning stages, rather than half way through a 
tour, that some people are not meant to travel together.  No hard 
feelings just valued information and preparation.   A  
spontaneous trip with none of the 4 C’s could possibly ruin 
friendships and spill over into the Chapter with negative results. 
Following are the questions that I personally would suggest  
being discussed prior to taking a trip/vacation or any multi-night 
getaway                                                        
   1. What time are you going to get up and get going in the 
mornings?  Note:  The second day of a tour is not the day you 
want to find out one of your travel mates cannot get going  
before 9AM.  Confirm a time for "side stands up.” 
   2.  Are all in agreement with the route planned?   Be it  
Interstate, US highways or as many scenic back roads as        
possible?   
   3. If you are going the scenic route what about the couple who 
has been this way four times versus the couple who is seeing it 
for the first time and wants to stop constantly to take              
pictures.  Is this going to cause friction?   
  4.  At what speeds are you going to travel?  The speed limit, 
five over, ten over?  Is anyone traveling with you the type that 
once they turn around and are headed home it is zoom zoom 
time?   If so, Let them go on if that is not your  mode of travel. 
  5.  Anyone against trying to find some curves                       
enroute? Unfortunately I have ridden with folks who have left 
us because of our love of curvy mountain roads.  
  6.  How often are we going to stop; every fifty miles, hundred 
miles, one fifty or tank to tank?  If you are a tank to tank rider 
you may not enjoy traveling with the peanut sized bladder  
couple who has to stop three times as often.   Once stopped how 
long are you going to take for breaks.   Have a time limit for 
kickstands up! 
 7.  Where are you going to stop for the night?  How are you 
going to pick a hotel?  Are you going to make reservations in 
advance?  This will hamper any spontaneity.  Are you going to 
ride to the evening hours and hope you can find a place?   
This last one is a no brainer.  When with a group.  Stop at a  
decent hour that has been declared before hand.                                    

      With the advent of GPS equipment this has become a 
much easier issue with which to deal calling ahead.  
     8.  Who is leading?  Are you going to switch off?  How 
often are you going to switch leaders?  Do you have  
anyone in your group who will be stressed out if they are 
asked to take their turn at the head of the pack? 
     9.  Who decides where you are stopping for lunch or  
dinner?   Majority rules or if you get that dead silence, calmly 
say over the intercom that you will pick and that may break 
the silence.  Then again majority rules.   If someone has their 
heart set on one type of cuisine and nobody else does, if there 
is a restaurant nearby with that cuisine make a time to meet 
after eating…or just make arrangements to meet later or in the 
morning and go your own way.   
   10.  How about alcohol?  Is any of your party of the mindset 
that one or two beers with lunch is OK?  You may not mind it 
but I don't ride with anyone who drinks while riding.  Some 
people may find it offensive if I would drink a cold one while 
cleaning bugs off of the windshield and covering the bike for 
the night. 
   11.  If, during your tour, the weather gets really nasty hot 
how are you going do deal with it?  Are you going to get up 
and roll at four AM to get off the road and into a pool during 
the heat of the day or are you going to stick with the game 
plan?   
   12. What about rain?  Some folks want off the road when the 
first raindrops fall. Others will ride through blinding 
storms.  The newer breathable rain suits make this easier.  If it 
is threatening rain you can gear up where a few years ago you 
hated to suit up because your body would suffocate.   
   13. Emergency and medical information:  Discuss where 
everyone will have theirs located.  We always try to carry it in 
our left fairing pocket. 
   14.  One thing to square away is the U-turn policy.  If the 
leader makes a wrong turn everyone follows.  Don't split the 
group because someone in the middle recognizes a mistake 
has been made.  Sometimes after making a wrong turn it isn't a 
bad idea to pull off, stop and regroup 
   15. Make arrangements that if the group does get split up 
where you will meet or what time will you designate to make 
cell phone calls? 
    16. We arrange for the navigator, to have maps for his  
co-rider, or on his tank or, a GPS unit, to be second or third in 
the group.  The leader has enough to worry about watching the 
road for safety without watching for road signs.  The  
navigator/s (co-rider) is in the "rocking chair" and can steal a 
look at the maps.    
    Everything on this list is only a suggestion. It may not work 
for everyone, but Barb and I like it.  I will bet that experienced 
tour riders will think of a dozen items I have overlooked.  I 
hope that this helps some of our fellow members accomplish 
three things:  First and foremost to have a safe trip,         
everyone to return home as friends, and have one heck of a 
good time.     David will look forward to hearing more      
suggestions and comments from members after the meeting.

ARE YOU BEEING SEEN! 
 

When riding down the road does that motorist see 
you or is the driver looking through you at something larger 
coming down the road? 

A lack of attention on the part of the driver does          
explain some of the car/bike collisions; the distracted driver, 
cell 'phones, unruly children, etc. All these can contribute 
BUT some responsibility belongs to the motorcyclist as well. 

Let me explain. 
·     Motorcycles make up about 3% of the "normal"  

traffic flow. 
·     People "see" what they expect to see; things like 

cars and trucks 
Unless the rider does something to visually stand out, he can 
be easily overlooked. 

Motorcycles ARE much harder to see than cars/trucks 
because of their smaller size. A motorcycle can easily be 
"lost" in the background even with the headlight on. 

·     Many motorcycles are colors that lend themselves to 
blending into the environment. Particularly dark  
colored machines (black is the color of pavement 
after all).  

Some motorcyclists wear dark colored helmets (or no 
helmet at all, but we won't discuss those here) AND dark  
colored clothing.  A number of studies in the US and abroad 
have shown that a light colored (white, silver, yellow) helmet 
is more noticeable (during daylight hours) than a dark colored 
(black, dark red, dark blue) helmet.  Why? The driver sees 
this bright colored "orb" floating above the traffic (most                                                                                                                                          
riders heads are higher than the hoods/windshields of cars).  
It's DIFFERENT. 

So how can you be seen?                                                   
····     Position your bike so it can be seen and identified in 

the traffic stream. 
       Use lane positioning as well as lane choice.    
·     Wear bright colors. 
·     Consider getting a brightly colored bike.
