  Are You? 
     Physically fit - for riding. 
     Focused on the ride - not other concerns 
     Drug and alcohol free – Are you taking any medications 
that may impair your vision or decision making capabilities? 
     Well rested.  
     Mentally fit and Alert  – Both the rider and co-rider should 
be. Both of you are part of a team. 
Which of the above would affect your ability to? 
     Brake 
     Swerve 
     Cornering 
We all know that we need good hand and eye co-ordination to 
operate a motorcycle.  After all 90% OF  
     OPERATING A MOTORCYCLE IS MENTAL 
        Does your mind get in a fog after a while when riding? Do 
you get mentally tired? Do you notice you are only focusing on 
the road ahead of you? Are you noticing that you are making 
late decisions when Braking? You know what I mean? You get 
way too close. 
        Could you Swerve if necessary?  
    How about Cornering?  
        Are you finding yourself braking in the turn and then  
chastising yourself for not paying attention to the curve? Is the 
pucker factor on the high side going thru a curve? Are you still 
having fun? - I don’t think so. 
        Fatigue and drowsiness only invites disaster. You will need 
more time and space to make mental decisions about traffic and 
road conditions.
