ARE YOU BEEING SEEN!

When riding down the road does that motoristysau or is
the driver looking through you at something largeming down
the road?

A lack of attention on the part of the drivered explain some
of the car/bike collisions; the distracted drivegl|l '‘phones,
unruly children, etc. All these can contribB&T some
responsibility belongs to the motorcyclist as well.

Let me explain.

Motorcycles make up about 3% of the "normal” tiaff

flow.

People "see" what they expect to see; things ke ¢

and trucks
Unless the rider does something to visually stautdlge can be
easily overlooked.

MotorcyclesARE much harder to see than cars/truck

because of their smaller size. A motorcycle cailyeas

be "lost" in the background even with the headligynt

Many motorcycles are colors that lend themselves t

blending into the environment. Particularly darkoced

machines (black is the color of pavement after all)

Some motorcyclists wear dark colored helmetsi@ohelmet
at all, but we won't discuss those here) AND dalkied
clothing. A number of studies in the US and abrbade shown
that a light colored (white, silver, yellow) helmstmore
noticeable (during daylight hours) than a dark oedo(black,
dark red, dark blue) helmet. Why? The driver gbissbright
colored "orb" floating above the traffic (most niddeads are
higher than the hoods/windshields of cars). ItEBRERENT.
So how can you be seen?

Position your bike so it can be seen and identifieithe

traffic stream.

Use lane positioning as well as lane choice.

Wear bright colors.

Consider getting a brightly colored bike.

Take a safety course to brush up on your skills.
