Inclement Weather Riding

What is the first thing you want to think abaolging
when it starts to rain?? Well, How about a cupaffex!!!
I know you will say put your Rain Suit, and thabald be
what you do. After all, keeping dry is on our higtority
list. But remember that getting off the road fooab30
minutes will allow the rain to wash away the slippe
goooy stuff that accumulates on the roadways, atheut
amount of time for a cup of joe and probably a eeed
break.

Next we are riding down the road and are corapg@n
a stream crossing the road. Now what should yo@ tfo?
you determine that you can safely cross, remenfiaiitt
could be slippery under that water, and slow gewtgout
braking would be the wisest thing to do.

How about crossing those metal constructioreglat
laying on the roadway? Squeeze your clutch,wast
you will just roll across without any power beingpéied
to the rear wheel and causing a
go-down. Remember just keep a slightly loose gniphe
handlebars, don’t tighten up.

Ok, somewhere along the line we need to talkibpm-
tection. Rain Suits come in different materialsvad as 2
piece or 1 piece suit. Don't forget when buyingia suit
that you need to have enough room for cold weather
clothing. How about keeping your feet dry? Thewe a
several options, boot covers, waterproof bootautirqwer
boots. What about your hands? Waterproof gloves or
perhaps some pullover rubber or latex gloves. HDis

Makes ridingid c
rain more comfortable. If not there are many opion
available to you from different dealers in MC Aceaiges.
Fog on your visor? If you are wearing a full factrhet
crack the seal to allow fresh air in. close off yoents.
Keeps rain out and your head warm. There are also
treatments available to keep visors from
fogging, but remember that they will
wear off rather quickly.
