Common Riding Situations 
 

Summer is here and now would be a good time to go 
over some common riding situations 
Rain Slick Surfaces:  

Water will bring up oil and antifreeze to the top and 
make the roadway slippery. A 30 minute break can be beneficial 
allowing time for the rain to wash it off. Use the tracks left by 
other vehicles if possible to prevent hydroplaning. Reduce speed 
to create a margin of safety and to minimize lean for curves. 
Metal covers, bridge gratings, train tracks, painted/striped lines 
(Center lines and Crosswalk lines), tar snakes etc, can be  

treacherous when wet. 
 Loose Surfaces and Debris:  

This includes such things as sand, gravel, rocks, as well 
as liquids such as fuel, oil, coolant. Also watch for items that 
might cause tire damage. 
Crack Sealant and Tar Strips. (Aka Tar snakes): 
              These can be slippery on hot summer days. Your tires 
will squirm on them. 
Crowned Roads: 
              These are roads higher in middle tan at the edges. Use 
caution when going around curves to the left. Ground clearance 
is less than on a flat road. 
Tire Failure: 
              Remember to check your tires for wear and air pressure 
as well as anything that might be imbedded in them such as 
nails etc. 
Parking Your Motorcycle: 
              On hot summer days the side stand will sink into  
asphalt. Use a side stand puck or a flattened soda can. If you are 
leaving the bike for an extended period of time consider  
covering the motorcycle with a non branded cover. After all 
what is not seen is not desired by someone else.

Night Riding:  
Your ability to see ahead is reduced, don’t override your  
headlights. If using a visor on your helmet, make sure it is clean. 
Use other motorist’s headlights to help with searching ahead. 
Make sure you are seen. Bright colors, reflective material on 
clothing helps you to be seen. When slowing down tap the 
brakes so the driver behind you knows you 
are slowing.
