Group Riding or shall we say Team
Riding

Team Riding is a unique approach to what many dfave
called “Group Riding”. The GWRRA Team Riding Manual
defines three types of group riding — Team RidMgss
Riding and Leisure Riding.
Mass Riding consists of a loose organization of bikes ridin
down the road individually doing their thing (toic@a
somewhat dated term).
Leisure Riding consists of number of bikes traveling toget
with some relatively loose rules of the road haviegn
defined and riders have agreed to abide by them.
Team Riding consists of a humber of riders who have agr
to structured rules regarding formation, conduct,
consideration and cooperation while riding togethidere is
a reliance on each other and concerted effortppau the
other members of the team. Members of the tearzectat
their individual actions while riding have an effen the
other team members. Team members ride with awasenes
focus.

The GWRRA Team Riding Manual is full of tips and
tactics for successful team riding.

A point that the manual makes, that is not alwaytsiqto
practice, is the role of the leader and the tailrgar, or drag.
In fact, the Team Riding Manual calls the lead bikeam
Point" and the last bike in line the "Team Captafs the
titles suggest, the rider up front is not the legdead - not in
charge of the group). The lead bike and the drkg share
leadership responsibilities equally. They are lveiponsible
for the safety of the group, and each has specific
responsibilities relative to their positions in gp@up.

The role of the Team Point and Team Captain igatit
But there is another rider who is critical to théegrity of the
group.That is the number two bike.

Reason # 1Visibility

The Team Point has the basic responsibility foedpe
direction, etc. As a result, he/she is often soanpfor
landmarks, road signs, turn-offs, etc. The sednke in line
in the right track has the best forward visibilityd can spot
potential problems early. A second set of eyes newds.
Reason # 2The worm.

How many times have you been stuck in traffic on a
wide-open interstate for no apparent reason? hat waffic
engineers call "the worm." It's just a functiontleé dynamics
of traffic flow. Even in a group of five bikes, vean
experience the worm. If the number two rider dagdrs for a
second or two (never happens, right?), falls bettiedpoint
rider and accelerates to catch up, he/she crdaasdrm.
Now the other bikes in the group must do the samnd,pretty,
soon we have a gaggle, not a group.

The Team Pointcan create similar difficulties by
accelerating too quickly after a stop, or on tmatmlled
access highway, or even just allowing his/her speed
increase too much going down the back side of g lohif
the remaining riders have not yet reached the .cBestcessfu
group riding takes special skill and lots of preetiChapters
that do it well are impressive as they maneuverahip
through traffic or on the open road.

Upon further investigatise
found that the immature Sandhills are brown in colo
Considering the time of year and the shorter stabfithe
birds we saw, we would venture to say that we naaxeh
been seeing the immature birds. These stately fijrds

contrast to herons, which fly with their necks tedknto
their shoulders and nest in trees. The Sandhih€sa
have been making a comeback and have become on
Michigan’s most watch-able wildlife species.
